As an introduction you could play some Beach Boys songs, such as Surfin’USA  or Hawaii!  Australian surfing songs include Hangin’Five by the Delltones or Stomping at Maroubra by Little Pattie.  These songs should set the mood.





LANGUAGE


*  Write out all the ‘summer’ words, such as ‘sand’, ‘surfboard’ and ‘beach’, which appear in the song.  Put them in alphabetical order.


*  Have older children devise a summer word crossword.


*  Compare summer words and winter words, using a sentence framework such as, ‘we walked along the beach’.  Have the children write a summer version and a winter version.  For example:


Slowly we walked along the glary, hot beach.


Quickly we walked along the grey, windswept beach





WRITTEN EXPRESSION


Write a newspaper sports article, or tape it to simulate TV or radio, about the wombat who won the World Surfing Championship.  





The children could paint a free choice picture depicting any of the scenes in the song, such as the wombat walking along with the surfboard complete with thongs


and sunglasses, or waiting for a good wave at the World Championship.





RESEARCH/DISCUSSION


Find out about:


*  Surfing champions, old and new.


*  Surfboards and surfing techniques from the beginning to now.


(Life-saving clubs would be a good resource.)


*  Wombats - compare our imaginary one to the habits of real wombats.  Do they like water?  Can they swim?


*  Ask how the children would feel if they really did see a wombat on a surfboard?  What would they do?  How might others react to their story?





PERFORMANCE IDEAS


*  Have the children dress in beach gear, complete with ‘zinc’ noses.


*  Teach some children ‘The Swim’ dance from the 60s.  If your memory fails you, the steps are basically just swimming movements -


breastroke, overarm, backstroke, and dive with the nose held.





Pad it out with some ‘hopping’ on a surfboard at appropriate times in the song (such as the chorus), and with movements like a surfer - swaying from side to side, back and forward and walking up and down the board.
