Diagram - parts of plant - label.


List types of plants.  Classify - edible, attractive, dangerous.


List things plants need to grow - nutrients, sunlight etc....


Timeline - seed to fully grown plant.

COMPREHENSION:





What happens if water / sunlight omitted?

APPLICATION:

Photograms - piece of photographic paper - lay plant pieces on it - expose paper to light - develop the paper (need bottle developer and bottle of fixer).
