News stories are usually written in a special style called Inverted Pyramid style.


A normal, narrative - style story introduces the characters and builds up to a climax.  It can be shown diagrammatically as a pyramid.

A news story introduces the important information at the beginning - summarised by the 5Ws - and follows with details of the background to the story.  It can be shown diagrammatically as an inverted pyramid.





TASK: TO WRITE A NEWS STORY


Procedure:


1.  Choose a nursery rhyme or story


2.  Identify the 5Ws for the rhyme or story


i.e


	WHO - who is the important person in the story?


	WHAT - what happened to the person in the story?


	WHEN - when did the event take place?


	WHERE - where did the events happen?


	WHY - why did these events happen?


3.  Identify the HOW for the story. 


i.e how did everything come to happen?  This is the background of the story.





4.  Write your first paragraph - make sure it includes, at least, the Who, WHAT, WHEN and WHERE you have listed.


You may be able to also include the WHY.





5.  Write the rest of the story to include the WHY, if necessary, and the HOW.


6.  Check your story with another student or your teacher and edit it if necessary.


7.  Write out your edited story, including a headline, ready for display.

NIE					-	DISPLAY ADS


Display ads are found throughout the paper.  They vary in size, but can be large and often have pictures and large headlines.  They are mainly used by businesses to advertise their products or services.


Display ads should do three main things


1.  Attract your attention


2.  Keep your interested


3.  Make you take action to buy or order

CREATING CHAIN STORIES

LEAD STORY:  The main story on page 1.


LEAD:  The first paragraph of a news story.


BLOCKLINE:  The words below or beside a picture.


CAPTION:  The ‘headline’ for a picture.


DISPLAY AD:  An advertisement with large type and, often, illustrations.


CLASSIFIED AD:  An advertisement with small type[e, no illustrations, are found in a 			          separate section.


DATELINE:  the city and / or date of a story.


EDITORIAL:  An article which expresses the editor’s opinion.


LOGO:  A recognisable symbol used by a company in an advertisement.
