	5.  Write the rest of the story to include the WHY, if necessary, and the HOW.

�Rainforest



     Rainforests are found around the world.

They occur in a patchy band between the Tropic of Cancer

and the Tropic of Capricorn.  For a rainforest to grow it needs plenty

of water.  A rainforest needs soil that holds lots of water and nutrients.





��Street Traffic Animals



  During the day you will see mainly cassowaries.  It eats mainly fruit and is very protective of it’s home.  They have been known to attack humans.

  The bush turkey and scrub fowl scrape up mounds of rotting vegetation and soil, they lay there eggs in these mounds.

  The lyrebird copies the calls of other birds.  Some can copy chopping axes and chainsaws.

  The other birds scratch through the leaf litter in search of food.

Street Traffic Reptiles

Skinks and snakes can be seen in the mostly seen in areas where the sun has the forest floor.  Carpet pythons can be seen in the sleeping off a meal from the before.





Other animals

The leech has jaws with 3 sharp .  These are used to make a slit the victims skin.  Once the leech is full of blood it drops off.  One will last for months.



�Rainforest Soil Animals

  Earthworms are found in the rainforest soil.  Some are a few centimetres long while others grow up to a metre.  Some earthworms glow in the dark.  All earthworms recycle nutrients by taking in soil and passing it through their bodies.

  Flat worms slide around under leaves and eat plants.

  Millipedes, isopods and springtails also live under leaves on the rainforest floor.  Springtails will leap into the air if you disturb them.  They do this to get away from danger.

  Beetles, ants and termites are also important animals, they drag plant materials into the soil and break it down.

�Animals in the Middle Layers.

The green cat bird makes a call like a cat.  The grey shrike, yellow robbin and the quails also have pretty calls.



The brush - tailed possum , ringtail possums, owls and the tree kangaroo are only seen at night.  They eat mainly leaves and grass.
