.Brisbane - The powerful Queensland Rams basebal team showed they are on line to defend the Claxton Shield with a demoralising win over strugglers Northern Territory in the National Baseball Leagur season opener at Holloway Fiield here last night.


  The Rams were declared winners under the 10 run lead mercy law at the bottom of the seventh innings, in which they piled on eight runs to lead 12 - 1.  


  Northern Territory, which extended its losing sequence to 68 last night, battled gamely with Rod Hardy on 


the mound until the home team ran riot in the lively seventh.


  The Territorians sprang to an early 1-0 lead in the first innings through heorvillain Shane Ashendon’s homer over left field, but could not make an impression thereafter.


  The only other homers of the match came through Queensland duo Ron Johnson and Geoff Martin, who both cleared within minutes of each other in the 





seventh.Rams picter Peter Vogler struck out 11 batters in a tremendous match - long stint on the mound, which he took in Adrian Meagher’s injury - enforced absence.


  Ashendon in left field spoiled his earlier good work at bat when he was the key figure in a string of errors in Queensland’s second inning.


  Johnson. Thompson and Greg Wade all scored from Ashendon’s missed attempt at fielding Wade’s single through third base, with the batter making it homw on the luckless Ashendon’s low through.


  Ashendon’s horrors continued in the following inning when he spilled a catch off big hitting American Mark Doran, allowing him a triple, which turned to a run when David Nilsson then singled.


  The scored remained at 4-1 to Queensland through the next six innings, which read wrll for NT, but the visitors again erred badly when a Doran fly ball dropped betweed three fielders between thrid and home, setting up a run for Martin, 





who had singled and stole to second.


  Nelsson struck a double through centrefield, scoring Wade (sho had Lyle Brown running for him after being hit in the face by a wild Hardy pitch) and Doran to make it 7 -1.


  Hardy was replaced on the mound by Rocky Cubillo but to no avial.  Nilsson stole home after catcher Andrew Kendray could not stop a low pitch, before Johnson’s huge homer over left field which also scored Paul Coogan.


  Martin then made his second appearance of the inning for his homer, scoring Thompson, to give the Rams the 10 run margin.
