INTRODUCTORY   LESSON

*PURPOSE

To help students estimate the relationship of parts to the whole.

*VOCABULARY

Analysis: to break an idea or object into its parts; to see how parts relate to the whole.

*THINKING SKILL

Seeing relationships, Analyzing.



 Bring a real pie or use a cardboard cutout of a pie.  


Ask students to show how to divide the pie into 


four parts, another into six and a third into eight 


parts.




Explain on the overhead how a pie chart can help




divide concepts as will as objects into related parts.




Define the word analysis and explain how in this 




activity they will learn to use a pie chart as a 


concept analysis tool.
