ANALYSIS:





* 	Teacher has a box with a machine inside it but children can see something 	moving.  Children guess what is inside box.


*	Research the History of a Machine invented in Australia


	(eg. Stump jump plough).


*	Make a jigsaw of a machine.


*	Write a  commercial to sell a new machine you have invented.


*	Interview an elderly person about past machines and how they have changed.


*	Categorise machines into different methods of propulsion and graph, (hard, 	petrol, diesel, steam).





SYNTHESIS:





*	Invent a machine to do a specific task.


*	Compose a song about a machine.


*	Imagine what it would be like if wheels disappeared.


*	Can you think of an alternative for the wheel.


*	Write a story about a machine.


*	Drama - be a machine - create it with two people etc.





EVALUATION:





*	Which machine do you think has helped man the most.?


*	Debate a case to present your view related to explain how machines effect the 	environment  eg. all machines should be banned because of pollution.


*	Keep a diary to evaluate the usefulness of mans.


*	Write a big book on how machines have changed over time.

*	Make a chart (class chart) of things our class knows about machines and then 	categorise is areas.























COMPREHENSION:


*	Read a “machine book” (Thomas Tank Engine, Mulga Bill’s Bicycle etc) and 	explain how that machine works using flow chart, picture or report (orally or 	written) or children retell story.


*	Compare past, present and future machines (eg. cars, bicycle, can-opener).  	Introduce guest speaker.


*	Cut pictures out of magazines of machines and paste.
